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Many of you still confuse Trustees for Stage Employees with being one
and the same as Local 15. They are not us and we are not them!
Trustees for Stage Employees is the name on a bank account that your
Employer writes a check to when they don't want to process the payroll
themselves. Never, never, never put LA.-T.S.E. Local 15 down as  your
Employer. We don't issue your paychecks. If you are working for an
Employer that chooses to utilize the accounting firm that handles payroll
for Trustees for Stage Employees, you must list Trustees for Stage
Employees as your Employer. They take that one big check the Employer
writes and divide it out in wages, payroll taxes, benefits, and their
administrative charge. It is also necessary to contact them when you
move.

Speaking of Moving... When you move you
must contact the office, each employer, and
also don't forget your Health and Welfare
and Pension administrative offices...they

need to know where to send your
statements.
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We had a rule change at the February meeting. Dispatch Rule 1D will
now read: A worker may not drop more than one list per year; however, any
worker who has accrued zero hours for two consecutive years shall be
removed from the Dispatch List. Such workers will have their seniority
maintained according to the Dispatch Rules and shall be reinstated to the
Dispatch List upon request.

Also, deadlines in the Apprentice guidelines were changed to conform
with the new February 15™ Dispatch list update.
